acidulants; anticaking agents and thickeners like guar gum; carrier solvents such as
propylene glycol alginate, a thickener derived from seaweed. Carriers also function as
stabilizers, preventing oils from separating out and appearing on top of a product. -
Substances that help other substances mix together smoothly -include carrier solvents
such as propylene glycol alginate, a thickener derived from seaweed.
